Creating conditions for successful
rehabilitation and social integration of disabled
children and young people with disabilities
into society through garden therapy.
"Gardenotherapy" (nature therapy, work with
natural materials) is a special direction of
psychosocial rehabilitation through
familiarization with plants.

volitional sphere




A plan for the implementation of
a humanitarian project,

1. Studying the specifics of plant care by
obtaining information from Internet sources,
visiting the Botanical Garden in Minsk, the
plant nursery in the village of Gorodeya.
2.Creation of a mini-greenhouse for garden
therapy: purchase of plants for a mini—
greenhouse (ferns — 10 pcs., succulents — 10
pcs., orchid — 10 pcs., spacephyllum - 5 pcs.,
ficus — 5 pcs., camellia — 5 pcs., sanseviera —
10 pcs.),

purchase of necessary equipment and
inventory (racks — 3 pcs., watering can — 3
pcs., spray gun — 3 pcs., shovel for
transplanting — 4 pcs., rake / fork for loosening
the soil — 5 pcs., thermohygrometer — 1 pc.,
lighting for plant growth, decorative lighting,
pots for plants of various sizes — 60 pcs.,
hanging planters — 4 pcs., soil for plants,
fertilizers for plants.

3. Conducting practical classes on garden
therapy within the framework of the project.
Customers should:

- master the basic techniques of working with
gardening equipment;

- learn how to create compositions with plants;
- master the skills of work culture;

- acquire teamwork skills.

4. Summing up the results of the project:
popularization of the use of the gardenotherapy
method in the framework of psychosocial and
labor rehabilitation,

conducting master classes based on the results
of the work.

Expected results of the

Improvement of emotional mood and general
well-being, reduction of anxiety;

Improving memory and concentration,
reducing stress;

Development of tactile and psychological
sensitivity to the living;
